LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT 
 
Dear Fellow Reiners, 
 
We are off to a great show season! The HOT show in Waco and the Warm Up #1 were both great successes. 
The Board had its first meeting in Katy at the Warm Up #1. There was a great deal to cover and many issues 
were bought up which need to be addressed to ensure the longevity of our association. I am trying to keep the 
membership informed as much as possible about the business of out association.  
I have already had some people step up to chair committees. Lisa Byrne is the Chairman of the banquet 
committee. Please give her feedback as to the best time to have the banquet and any other ideas that you have. 
Kathy Barker said that she would head up a show committee to coordinate with the various clubs so that the 
shows don’t end up being too close together. Also, we are going to put a board member as the TRHA 
representative for each show that we are affiliated. This would allow the membership to have someone at each 
show to answer questions and help with any concerns.  
We will be voting on a new budget in the near future as well as making the membership aware of our current 
financial situation. It is important that we have a stable financial situation in order for us to continue as a viable 
organization. We definitely have some challenges in this area.  
With the advent of a new affiliate (HOT reining association) we now have some new competition for our shows. 
The members that I have spoken with tell me that there are three things that we can do to make our shows better.  
The first thing is that we need to have a social event on Saturday night at all of the Katy shows. I am proposing 
that each barn take a show and have an event such as a Barbeque on Saturday. This would be a great marketing 
opportunity for them as well as allowing us to raise some money for the TRHA. I would suggest a donation for the 
TRHA of $10 per person attending.  
The second thing that was brought to my attention is that we need to have some prizes for the top five to ten 
riders in the classes. I feel that this is important, as not everyone will have the opportunity to win a class even 
though they have a good ride. This will keep people trying to be in the top ten.  
The last thing that seems to be important to people is added money. We need to add another 500-1000 dollars for 
the non-pro and open classes. This will help to make the payouts more reasonable and at least cover more costs 
for coming to the shows.  
We will be having another meeting at the NRBC. I will try to make it when there are as few conflicts as possible. It 
is important that as many people attend as possible so that we can get all points of view on any of the decisions 
made. It will take all of us contributing to keep this association strong. If you have any questions of comments, 
please don’t hesitate to contact me or any of the TRHA board members.
