MY JOURNEY TO THE NORTH AMERICAN AFFILIATE FINALS

Looking back at my journey to the Affiliate Championship, a lot of memories came to mind. At
the beginning of 2008 | sat down with my trainer, Nathan Piper and we lined out the goals to
be the NRHA North American Affiliate Limited Non Pro Champion and to make the NRHA
Limited and Intermediate Non Pro top ten. We also discussed the fact that | was transitioning
from youth to non pro classes. Throughout the year my trainer and | established that to
become a stronger rider and to show my horse to his fullest potential, | would show in the
majority of the non pro classes and school in the youth classes. Along the way, | learned that
my main goal was to be as consistent as | could. Some of the downs that we encountered
along the way were keeping Whiz relaxed and trying to make him consistent with his stops.
There were shows where he was great and we made it to the top, but then there were times
when he and | were struggling and we fell short. With the downs came the ups. One strong
point that Whiz always portrayed was that he was always honest in the show pen. The turning
point that we were waiting for was at the NRBC.

Going into Tulsa, | knew that | had to show my horse smart. | tried hard not to let the pressure
of winning get to me. | knew going into the show pen that day that his strength was his circles
so | had to capitalize on them. | also knew that | had to give it my all to make it an
unforgettable ride. | qualified for the Limited Non Pro but fell short of the Intermediate Non Pro
class by one spot. After that show | knew that | had some work ahead of me but was willing to
take on the challenge.

Going into Oklahoma City | knew that it would be a challenge but | had faith in Whiz and

myself. | knew all of our hard work would pay off. | drew up late in my class and my game
plan was to hold nothing back because | had nothing to lose. Whiz ran awesome circles and
his stops were the best he had done all year. As we were riding out of the arena | was thinking
to myself that we both gave it our all and the score would take care of itself. As | was sitting at
the stalls and the final score was announced and | heard that | had placed first, | remember
thinking “Oh my Gosh, we did it” and then hugging my Dad and telling him thanks for
everything that he had done for me to get me here.

Looking back at the road to the affiliate championship, | remember there were times that |
pushed Whiz too hard, and times that | should have asked more of him. Whether it was me or
him | knew eventually we could do it. If | was ever able to give some advice on how to get to
an Affiliate championship | would say, “Get in the show pen as many times as you can and
school as often as you can to keep your horse honest.”

| would like everyone to know that what kept me going through the year was the love, support,
and confidence of my family, friends and trainer. My dad and mom did whatever it took to
make my goals possible and gave me the confidence to keep going. Without the constant
advice from my trainer Nathan Piper and the continual mental support from Jean Piper, | would
not be here today.
