Another Chic Star, 2003 Stallion by Smart Chic Olena X Almost Starlight, owned by Jim Grice of Hockley, Texas.   
When asked about their performance, Nathan said, “He is such a nice horse, and so fun to show.  It’s just easy for him.”   
Lauren Hall of Katy, TX, was the NRHA $1000 Added Non Pro Champion on her 2000 gelding Holymasterwhiz who is 
by Topsail Whiz X Holly O Jay.  Hall & Holymasterwhiz also claimed the Intermediate Non Pro title and Pewter trophy 
as well.   
“Whiz is very dependable.  I can count on him to try his hardest in the show pen,” Hall added.  
Lauren, 16, began taking lessons from Piper at age 12, and since then her NRHA Lifetime earnings have grown to over 
$6000.00.    
Nathan and his wife Jean also had success as the owners of the NRHA $500 Added Limited Open Champion.  The 
Ultimate Magnum, a 2004 gelding by Magnum Chic Dream X Queen de La Club, was successfully shown by Roger 
Barral, a reining trainer from Gordonville, Texas.

AT HOME 

The Rectangle:  At home, I practice a lot of rectangles. I use the entire pen when loping rectangles, I square off my 
corners on the ends, and when my horse is completely straight, I put my hand on his neck and lope the length of the 
pen in a straight line. I vary my speed; sometimes I’ll ride one side fast, the next 2 slow, the next 2 fast, etc. This is to 
make sure my horse is waiting on me for the cue to speed up and not thinking about doing it himself.  If he gets pushy 
around the ends, instead of squaring off and immediately going into my straight line, I’ll sometimes circle around the 
end, get him soft and listening and then square off – I never want him to race around the end. If I want him to go slow, I 
sit still. If he accelerates on his own, I draw him in the ground and back up a step, then lope off again. If I want him to 
accelerate, I sit deeper on my tailbone, and cluck. The deeper I sit, the faster my horse should run. I try to rate my 
horses so they go through 5 gears. If I need more “drive” I will use my outside leg, but I try not to kick, because I find 
when I take my legs off to kick, my horse thinks stop.  
To Whoa or Not to Whoa:  When riding rectangles, I’ll either continue going around the end, or I’ll pull my horse to a 
stop before I get to the end. When I draw him down, I make sure I have a fresh face (meaning I don’t have contact with 
his mouth) and then I pull my hand back towards my chest smoothly until I feel him get into the ground.  I try not to say 
“whoa” all the time, because I feel like you can wear out your “whoa”. So I’d say I say the word “whoa” 1 time out of 5. 
The other 4 times, I will draw him in the ground. If I draw him in the ground, or say whoa and he’s stiff on his front end, 
I’ll pull him around. If he was leaning one way, I’ll pull him around in the opposite direction he was leaning. As for body 
position in the stop, during the stop itself, my body position does not move, I’m already in my stopping position during 
my rundown so all I have to do is say “Whoa”. 
Stop Drop and Roll:  To practice roll backs at home, I make sure my horse is moving forward (at a trot or lope) and 
then I ask him to STOP, back up a step (or until his is soft in the face), DROP my hand, and then ROLL back. Instead of 
loping out of the rollback, I’ll bring him into a small circle, driving him up with my outside foot and making him stand up 
with my inside leg.  The first thing I do during my rollback, is LOOK over my shoulder in the direction I want my horse to 
turn.  Your horse will go where you are looking.  My hands are moving across my body at about the height level of my 
belt. Both my outside and inside legs are on, my outside leg is for motion, my inside leg is to prevent him from dropping 
his shoulder. This exercise should make your roll backs easier in the pen.  
 
IN THE SHOWPEN 

Run-Downs & Markers:  As you come around the end and your getting ready to round the corner and line up, start 
looking toward the other end (where you will end up stopping). This can sometimes move the judges focus in that 
direction, and he/she doesn’t always notice if I’m having some trouble settling my horse around the end. Once I square 
off the corner (the way I’ve practiced at home), I line up and start building speed. If I have to run past the last marker, I 
want to hit 3rd gear by the middle marker. If I have to make it past the center marker, I want to be at 3rd gear a little 
earlier. If I have a horse that likes to run towards the wall, I make sure I line up a little closer to the middle and steer him 
slightly towards the center line and use my outside leg to keep him straight.  I will always run long no matter what 
marker I have to pass so that my horse does not start anticipating the stop and starts to shut down. If you stop just past 
the 2nd marker every time, eventually you won’t be able to get your horse past that marker. I tell my non-pros that 
penalty points on your run downs, from either running too close to the side walls, or from missing a marker are 
unacceptable! Those are points you can never get back! 
Speed Control:  As I build speed in my run down, I want to look forward and think forward. If I have a horse that wants 
to shut down early, I make sure I NEVER stop him short in the pen, this will just make the problem worse. If I have a 
horse that wants to run off in the showpen, I make sure I’ve done my homework with my rectangles and make him wait 
for me to ask for speed and never let him think on his own. Then, I make sure I start him early enough in the show pen 
than I don’t get that run off. More times than not, I see horses running off because the rider stays in first gear until the 
center marker and then runs fast for a few strides and then stops. This teaches a horse to run off. Instead, make sure 
you start building your speed early enough so that your horse doesn’t get a chance to surge.  
Run-Ins:  When I show a horse in a run-in pattern, I normally make sure I’m running through the gate in 2nd gear. I want 
to make sure the judge is awake and ready to score me. If I have a horse that gets nervous running through the gate, I 
make sure I practice running him in there slow a few times, stop him and let him sit. I like to show him this is no big deal. 
If I have a horse that wants to roll back after a run-in stop (when I want him to back up), I make sure that after we’re 
stopped in the showpen (my hand is normally on his neck at this point), I push my feet forward and lift my hand and ask 
to back up. I make sure I’m clearly telling him back up and not roll back.   
Showmanship:  Things don’t always go as planned when we show, the important thing is that you make it seem like 
everything is under control, even when its not!  This is as important in the sliding stops as it is every other maneuver in 
our patterns.  Always look forward, keep your hand forward and make it seem as if everything that’s happening is your 
idea.  Good luck!

Member: Sandy Martin  - Fredericksburg , Texas 
 
How did you get into Reining?  
I've shown horses all my life, since I was 5. Started in 4-H and continued through 
personal trainers and group lessons. I've shown Appaloosas, Arabians, Paints 
and Quarter Horses. When my daughter, Nicole, was old enough, I taught her 
how to show all-around with my old Arabian. We even went to reining clinics with 
Dick Peeper giving the clinic. 
My husband, Michael, grew up roping, but then he got interested in showing 
roping horses while we were showing all-around, which included reining, so for all 
of us to show  well we had to get better horses.  

Tell me about your horse and how you two paired up together  
I started showing reining exclusively in 2000 with a gunner colt, but that didn't work out too well. Michael found the horse I 
show now (Wiggley) at the 2002 futurity sale and surprised me with his purchase! I didn't know we were looking for a new 
horse for me. That's how I got Wiggley! It took me 4 years to learn how to ride a good reiner with the help of Shelli Reis.  
Tell me about some of your accomplishments together   
A few years ago, we came in 4th in the Rookie of the Year competition. Since then, we’ve qualified for the Quarter Horse 
World Show twice and have won the Limited Non Pro in TRHA.

What some of your goals are this year?

Tell me about your horse

rode Kidd at the Haverty's, I thought to myself, "I don't know what God does with the spirits of animals, but this horse has 
Bill's spirit in him." When I rode up to my husband, the first thing he said was, " You look like you are riding Bill." That did 
it! After looking for about a year, I found that one in a million. I have had “Kiddin Chics” (The Kidd) for 4 yrs. He is now

What are your goals for this year? 
This year I have qualified for the AQHA Select World. I would like to ride well enough to get back to the finals. Also, I 
hope qualify for the affiliate finals in Tulsa, and at Tulsa qualify to go to the Futurity.

One of my most memorable events at a TRHA show was the first time I showed Kidd. I was having a pretty good run and 
coming through the middle in a fast circle. All of a sudden, my saddle slipped completely to the side. All I remember is 
Kidd stopped cold, I dropped one rein, and just sat there on the side. Because my knee was still stiff from the 
replacement, I couldn't get my foot out of the stirrup! Kidd stood perfectly still while Robbie James, Nathan, Jean, (and I 
don't know who else) jumped out of the stands and ran up to him. They righted the saddle and got me off. Kidd saved my 
life by not running off dragging me with him.

WHAT ARE YOU RUNNING FOR?  
 
Are you running for TRHA Year End Championship? Are you running for the NRHA Affiliate Championship? Do 
you know the difference, how to qualify, what the rules are if how to tell if you have qualified?  
 
TRHA Year End:  To qualify for TRHA Year End Championship, and/or Year End Awards, the Rider AND the 
Owner of the horse shown must be TRHA Members. You gather points based on how many riders you score 
higher than in a class (this includes people that score zero, but does not include scratches). Basically, you get a 
point for every person you beat in a class. You must compete in at least 51% of the TRHA Shows (listed on the 
last page of the newsletter and on the TRHA Website). At the end of the TRHA Show Season, points are 
calculated and first place award is given for the horse/rider combination that has the most points. A number of 
other awards are given for a number places which is dependant on how many horse/rider combinations competed 
throughout the year in that particular class. The more people that competed in a class will mean more awards will 
be given. You can monitor your standings in the TRHA on the TRHA website: www.trhaonline.com. 
 
NRHA Affiliate: In the TRHA Show Schedule, you will notice an “ * ” by some of the shows. This year, there were 
7 Affiliate Qualifying shows. This means, that if you show in the NRHA approved classes in these shows, (you do 
not have to show in all affiliate shows) the NRHA keeps a point scoring system (similar to TRHA but not exactly 
the same – so check the NRHA website for you Affiliate Standings) to determine who will be asked to represent 
TRHA in the South Central Affiliate Championship Show in Tulsa, Oklahoma in August. The NRHA breaks down 
North America (including Canada and Mexico) into sections. The TRHA is part of the South Central USA, as is 
SWRHA, WTRHA, OKRHA and a number of others associations. The top 10 riders from each class (i.e. Rookie, 
Limited Non Pro, Youth, Open, etc) from each South Central Affiliate (TRHA is an affiliate) compete in Tulsa in 
August for a chance to compete in the North American Affiliate Championship, held in Oklahoma City along with 
the NRHA Futurity. You can view your standings in the NRHA Affiliate list at www.nrha.com under Affiliates, and 
then under Standings in the 2008 North America Affiliate Standings. Find TRHA in the list of affiliates and chose 
the class(s) you show in. If you are in the top 10 after they have included all points from all affiliate shows, you 
have qualified to show in Tulsa at the South Central Affiliate Show. If your name shows up in Red, you are a 
member of more than one Affiliate (i.e. you are also a member of the SWRHA for example). This means you have 
to designate which affiliate you wish to represent by a deadline designated by the NRHA. For the deadlines, point 
system and other details about the Affiliate Championship Conditions, please read 
http://www.nrha.com/affiliates/2008/nachampcond.pdf  If you qualify to compete in Tulsa, and you end up placing 
in the top 4 places in your class, you will be invited to compete in the North American Affiliate Championship 
Show at the NRHA Futurity in Oklahoma City.

How long have you been training? 
I’ve been training horses for 15 years.  I train both Rope horses and Reining horses 
and work with clients in both disciplines. I just recently finished building a new 
training facility in Richmond, Texas. 
What is your favorite part of working in this indus try? 
One of my favorite things about working in this industry is meeting and getting to 
know the people who participate in this sport.

What type of clientele do you have?

"Fungus” is a word often misused in the horse community to describe any sort of skin abnormality that involves 
hair loss or scabs. Contrary to popular belief, what is often described as fungus is most commonly a bacterial skin 
disease called Dermatophilosis caused by the organism Dermatophilus congolensis. Other terms I have heard 
used to describe this condition are "rain rot" and  "rain scald" when it occurs on the back, "mud rash" when found 
on the back of the pasterns and "cannon crud" or "stud crud" when it invades the front of the hind cannon bones.  
This condition is usually associated with prolonged moist conditions, whether the horse stands out in the rain, 
tends to sweat or is often rinsed with water after work.  It is characterized by hair loss (alopecia), crust or scab 
formation, plus or minus itching.  The scabs often have a creamy yellow pus adhering the scab to the underlying 
skin and when they are removed reveal an ulcerated skin lesion that sometimes bleeds. The scabs, when 
removed often have a "paint brush" appearance with several hair shafts attached to the scab. The most common 
areas affected include the face, back, and lower limbs although it is often localized on the cannon region of the 
hind legs or the back of the pasterns.  
  
This condition is usually diagnosed by its typical appearance although it can sometimes be confirmed by a 
microscopic examination and/or culture. If the case is severe enough and left untreated, the limbs may become 
swollen and the horse may become lethargic with a poor appetite, weight loss, fever and enlarged lymph nodes.  
The condition usually responds to topical medication but does require some time and effort to clear up. Severe 
enough cases may be treated with systemic antibiotics such as Penicillin but still need topical treatment to 
respond completely. 
 
Treatment starts by first removing the scabs to "expose" the bacteria to treatment. If the scabs are not removed, 
topical medications will not be able to penetrate to kill the bacteria hiding underneath and it won't matter what you 
apply to it. Many people will try to apply topical remedies of all sorts from bleach to listerine and although these 
treatments may kill bacteria they are often unnecessary and also irritating to the skin. Over-treatment with harsh 
antiseptics can lead to physical and chemical dermatitis as a complication of the original infection. Removing the 
scabs can be difficult and often very painful to the horse. I like to try to clip any hair off I can because it tends to 
trap moisture near the skin and clipping will remove several of the scabs. The next step is to soften the scabs by 
applying petroleum jelly, mineral oil or baby oil to the area and let it soak under plastic wrap (if the area can be 
bandaged) for 24 hours. The next day, remove any plastic wrap bandages and gently remove scabs using soap 
and water (fingernails and shedding blades work great!). Be sure to wear gloves and wash your hands and 
equipment thoroughly when handling these and dispose of the scabs because this condition is contagious to other 
horses and humans that are immune compromised. Once the worst of the scabs are removed you are ready to 
start treatment. 
 
The topical drugs of choice are Chlorhexidine scrub, Povidone-Iodine scrub, or 4% povidone-iodine solution.  You 
want to completely lather up the area and then let it soak in for 15 to 20 minutes. This is an important step that 
many people leave out because if you do not leave the medication on long enough, it will not kill the bacteria.  
Once 15 to 20 minutes have gone by, completely rinse the horse off and let him dry completely. You may use 
towels and a low temp hairdryer if necessary on smaller areas. This will have to be repeated daily to every few 
days for 7 to 14 treatments depending on the severity of the condition. 
 
Prevention includes avoiding prolonged contact with moisture i.e. keeping horse out of the rain, letting the horse 
completely dry after rinsing, removing long hair from prone areas, avoiding contact with wet bedding or tall wet 
grass, and removing sweaty tack or blankets promptly. White skinned areas may need to be treated with sunblock 
because sun burned skin is more susceptible Washing saddle blankets and girths in a 10% bleach solution can 
help prevent spread from horse to horse.   
 
Horses can get “girth itch” or “ringworm” which are in fact caused by fungus species. These types of fungi usually 
present in circular patterns of hair loss with less scab formation and are often found under areas of the saddle and 
girth. The good news is these infections often respond to the same topical treatments as Dermatophilosis such as 
povidone- iodine and will usually resolve spontaneously in 4 to 12 weeks.
